A person with special needs is someone who, due to their external or internal characteristics, or due to the circumstances they are in, must take additional actions or apply additional measures to overcome barriers in order to participate in various areas of life on an equal footing with others. The catalogue of people with special needs is an open catalogue that includes, among others:
· Blind and visually impaired individuals,
· Deaf and hard of hearing individuals,
· People with mobility impairments,
· Individuals with temporary disabilities,
· Neurodiverse individuals, including those on the autism spectrum, those with ADHD,
· Individuals experiencing mental health crises,
· Children,
· Elderly people,
· Foreigners.

W To enhance the accessibility of the website for people with special needs, it is recommended to implement the following solutions:
1. Supplement or correct the alternative text for graphics in the given examples and other elements where a similar problem occurs.
2. Use alternative text in English
Alternative text
Alternative text (alt attribute) is a key element of digital accessibility, enabling blind and visually impaired individuals to understand the graphical content of the website. According to the Digital Accessibility Act, the following principles must be observed:
General rules:
· Alternative text should clearly and concisely describe what the graphic represents so that users of assistive technologies can understand its meaning.
· Avoid vague terms such as "image" or "graphic" – describe the essential information contained in the illustration.
· Do not describe visual details if they are not relevant to the user.
· For infographics or complex images, provide an additional textual description.
· If the graphic serves a decorative function and does not provide substantive value, its alternative text should be omitted or marked as a decorative element with an empty alt="".

The easiest way to prepare an accessible PDF publication is to prepare a publication that meets the accessibility requirements in Word, from which an accessible PDF document will be generated.
Microsoft Word: Right click Display alt text. On the right side of the document, a menu should appear with a window that allows you to place a description of the photo/graphic.
